the Biting Midges

Midges are small two-winged flies which often from swarms or clouds.
The bites on your skin are small red dots which can develop into itchy,
painful swellings. The bites are harmless but annoying. Only the
female midge bites by picking up on the carbon dioxide exhaled by
people and are most common from May to October. They love humid
and damp conditions as well as shady spots. Midges are most active
at dawn or dusk. They also like damp, clammy days with overcast
skies and little wind.
